My secret sources have sent me notice of the death of Ronald, ÒTorchÓ Bennett last August 13th in Durban, South Africa. Bennett, along with ÒGÓ Gispert, ÒHorseÓ Thomson, and Cecil Lee is generally recognised as one of the four founders of Hashing in KL in 1938. He was the first recorded Hon (later, ON) Sec, and was certainly among those who regenerated Hashing after the war. He spent much of the war as a prisoner of the Japanese, working on the construction of the notorious Siam-Burma railway. Among his major claims to fame is the compilation of the celebrated Hash claim for war reparations for the loss of two tin mugs.
