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Announces: HASHES #100, 105

Welcome to the Princeton Hash's celebration of Hash #100 at Stevenson Hall!  The Princeton Hash was started in 1979 by the notorious Joe Burns who had recently been deported from Malaysia for crimes too numerous and loathsome to recount here.  He fit right in at Stevenson Hall  which was being run at the time by a pair of aging geezers who, though ignorant of hashing,  posessed the requisite twisted personalities.  The Saturday Hash #100, set by Wachspress and the geezer will recapitulate some of the highlights (?) of the history of the Princeton Hash. So you can expect town, campus and jungle running and many historic spots. Swimming will not be absolutely necessary though there will certainly be moments when the SCB's among you may consider it.  Make sure your Blue Cross is up to date before diving into the canal, however.  On Sunday Hash #105, set by the LRF and JŠccthon will start in the traditional manner at Stevenson where there will be transportation to the real starting point.  Preliminary information indicated lots of jungle and water so bring old sneakers if you can.





A word about marks:  There are at least two kinds of checks.  Often the trail simply stops to pick up again in some random direction at some random distance from the last mark. Traditional check marks  " Ä "  abound and the dreaded backcheck is common.  "F's " are sometimes used to mark the end of false trails and are always real, but more often than not the trail simply stops after three or four marks and you are left to discern that the trail is false without the help of the terminal "F".  Of course occasionally the trail will pick up again after a break, so watch out.  Arrows are very common, but unless you have been instructed at the start that they are real, they are meaningless.  There is often refreshment to be found along the trail so look sharp.
