Checklist for Exhibitors

1)
 Please notify Murray Fineman that you are interested, ASAP.

2) 
E-mail your “bio” or personal statement, up to 200 words, to Murray Fineman by October 23 

3)
 E-mail Murray Fineman the titles of your prints by October 23.

4)
Mark your calendar for the opening reception, which is

           November 11, 3:00-5:30 PM.

5)
Frame prints, with glass or acrylic and mats and picture wires.  See guidelines below.

6)
Use corners on frames, and then pack in a plastic bag or a bag with a handle.

7)
 Deliver your prints to Murray Fineman by October 31,or to the church on Nov. 1st or 2nd from 5 PM to 7 PM.  If you need special handling call or email to make arrangements.

The following guidelines have been worked out by our club’s exhibit team and PAC (Princeton Alliance Church) to help ensure a quality show and streamline the effort involved.

The purpose of the exhibition is to promote the enjoyment of photography, encourage participation in Princeton Photography Club, and show the variety and quality of work that our members do.

PAC has stated that we can hang approximately 80 prints in the allotted space.  Each club member may submit up to 3 photographs of their own choosing. The church will produce wall-mounted labels with the photographer's name, bio, contact information for sales, and titles of photos.

Please e-mail the following to Murray Fineman, in this order:

Photographer’s name

Title of each photo (one title per line)

Either “For information” or “For information and sales”, depending on whether you want to sell your prints. (PAC is not involved in any sales of photos, and asks no commission.)
Contact info (either phone number, e-mail, or website – pick one) 

Please put “(alternate)” next to one of the titles, in case we can’t hang them all.

All prints must be framed behind glass or acrylic. Avoid frames that use spring clips to anchor the hanging wire. Mats are strongly recommended. Black frames and white mats are preferred. Professional framing is not required, but the finished product should have a professional appearance.  Mark the back of the print with the photographer's name, title, and contact info. Remember to put a duplicate label on the outside packaging material.

Frame sizes: If you want to use a frame larger than 24” WIDE, please ask Murray Fineman first. We can accommodate a few very large frames, but not too many. There is no minimum size, but frames smaller than 11x14 seem to get lost on the walls, unless they are suitable to arrange in double rows.
Please attach a horizontal picture wire to the back of each frame.  Ideally, 
· the attachment loop sticks out as little as possible from the back of the frame (attaching to screw eyes or spring clips is discouraged),
· the attachment points are about 3” below the top inside back edge of the frame,
· the wire is nearly taut, and If you hold the picture up by the center of its wire with one finger, there is a one-inch space between your finger and the top inside back edge of the frame.
Please wrap your prints with some disposable padding material and put them in a large plastic bag or bag with handles. Corner protectors are also suggested. They will be transported and stored standing on edge, in large cardboard boxes. Packing with bubble wrap, face-to-face and back-to-back, works well. Please don’t use more tape than you feel you have to, because it makes extra work for people unwrapping them.

After the exhibit, please pick your photographs at PAC on January 6 or by appointment.

If any of these guidelines creates a problem for you, please contact Murray Fineman to work something out.

Because these pictures will hang in hallways that are also well traveled by adults and children of all ages, we ask that the content of the photos be appropriate for young children to view. Final determination is to be made by PAC.

Also, please note that PAC cannot take responsibility for accidental damage to a photograph.
