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LEARNING GOES ON LINE AT PRINCETON ADULT SCHOOL

You don’t have to leave home, any more, if you want to go to school. In addition to over 100 courses offered in a classroom setting, students can now take courses  online at Princeton Adult School.  Beginning this year  PAS is offering a diverse list of more than 150 courses that can be accessed   from home, office, or anywhere there is an internet connection. Courses over the years have included bird watching and gourmet cooking as well as  lectures on the universe by leading astrophysicists. PAS teachers, who are often nationally noted authorities, include faculty from Princeton and Rutgers universities. The online classes  have been added to a curriculum of more than 100 courses that range from current-issue lecture series and literature to bicycle repair, hiking and studio arts.
